Dear Parishioners,


Well I was hopeful that there was going to be some quality sunshine today… the sun was trying to peek out earlier this morning… but since it has retreated behind clouds… and is hiding from us.


I had a good experience a couple of weeks ago. I stopped by the Hitz fruit/vegetable stand and bought some Jonathan and yellow Delicious apples and made applesauce. It is only the second time I have had a life-experience of making applesauce, and both Fr. William and I liked it. I sliced up the apples “leaving the skins on  - for fiber and because I am lazy” and boiled the apples, then added cinnamon and sugar twin.


We were surprised how good it tasted. Since we ate it in a few days, I stopped by Hitz’s again yesterday and got more apples for a second experiment. 



Father William and I take turns of the Masses, usually I take Monday, Tuesdays and Fridays… and on the weekend we switch off. So on Saturday evening this past week a fellow met me when he came in and greeted me like an old friend… and I knew his face and eyes, but couldn’t think who he was. So when he left at the end of Mass he greeted me again and talked like we had known each other forever… and he suggested we have lunch together soon… so I said, “Who are you, I know you but I can’t say your name.” Well it was a fellow named Ed Steinmetz who I taught in the seminary 50 years ago… and I haven’t seen him for years and I said “Eddie” (that’s what I called him as a student)… and we will probably have lunch together soon. Sometimes as a teacher after years have gone by you will meet a student you remember but haven’t seen for years… and that is a very pleasant experience.


I am still going swimming, I try to do it three times a week… and it is a good low impact exercise. I used to ride my bike every day, but I don’t do that anymore, I am afraid I’ll fall off.


I had Joe Sandaal’s funeral a couple of weeks ago. I will miss Joe, we knew each other for 40 years. I used to help on weekends at St. Paul’s in the early ‘70’s, so I remember some of you from then, including Joe and Carol.


Will close for now, let us pray for one another and for good applesauce, for good culinary, and prayer adventures for us all.
