Dear Parishioners,


Good morning… I am starting this in the morning… Wednesday morning at 9:15. I am here alone, Fr. William is at the priest’s convocation down near Newport. Every year they have a meeting for all our Archdiocesan clergy where they participate in a planned program, have a speaker, have a talk by the Archbishop and get a chance to socialize together and walk on the beach if they want to. I used to go to these meetings, but haven’t gone for the past number of years. They are enjoyable to attend, however.


We had a little mix up in communication, William and I this week. He left for the convocation Sunday and I went into Portland to prepare for some ear surgery I had to have.. and we had a failure to communicate about the fact that I wasn’t going to get back until Tuesday afternoon… so Tuesday morning neither one of us was here to say Mass. So Nancy Larson had a communion service. That is common these days when the priest is gone, or if they have no priest.


I had a skin cancer on my ear… every year I go to a dermatologist for a skin exam, as I have had about five skin cancers in various places on my body. Too much sun when I was a kid. I used to go swimming in the summers every day from the time I was age 11 till 15.  They thought a lot of sun was good for you in those days. So I have had two melanomas and three carcinomas the past 10 years. So far all turned out well.


I had two good friends die in the past month. One was the wife of a boyhood friend of mine (I had her funeral in Olympia a couple of weeks ago)… and my best friend in high school. He and I have kept up correspondence all through the years. So I am finding that many of my best friends have died the past few years. That is sort of sad in one way, but happy in another as they are all good people and are happy in a new and better way now. But I miss them. One test of love is how much you miss a deceased friend, but you are happy for them because you know they are with God.


Well, I will close for now. I hope you are all enjoying the late summer… say a couple of prayers in gratitude for your lives, the pleasantness of summer, and the gifts God gives each one of us. I love you all!
