I need to share with you a little about the recent Clergy Convocation.  I think it was the best yet!  Fr. Jeremy from the Abbey talked about the New Translation of the Missal.  His talks were fantastic!  Some priests who recently went to a national meeting on the new Missal said they wasted their time after hearing Fr. Jeremy.  I learned so much, and you will be hearing about this much more in about a year as we implement the new translation in Advent of 2011.  The priests all encouraged Fr. Jeremy to put his talks into book or pamphlet form so everyone can benefit.  He already had a beautiful bound Missal published in Rome.  No one else has a copy and probably will not have one for over a year.  In many ways Rome moves very slowly, and then suddenly we are surprised.  


We also heard a very disturbing talk about Human Trafficking.  Oregon, and in particular Portland, leads the nation in this terrible crime.  Girls as young as 11 & 12 are the focus and the internet is making it even more difficult for authorities.  It was pointed out that every community needs to provide more education about this horrendous situation, especially in our Middle Schools and High Schools. 


The convocation was uplifting for me.  About 130 priests attended, some in and out because of funerals and other commitments.  Our liturgies, both prayer services and Masses, were very good with excellent music.  We had a lot of opportunity to talk about different issues, and finally the weather was fantastic.  At the banquet two priests talked about the top ten reasons to be a priest in this Archdiocese and everyone agreed.


Last Sunday evening we had our first youth sponsored evening of Adoration.  It went very well and we had a good turnout.  This will continue to happen the second Sunday of the month.


As I write this I have been doing a special novena of prayer for our Parish Mission.  I have been praying that the Holy Spirit really touches the hearts of many through this Mission.
