Dear Friends in Christ,  

You have been hearing announcements about our upcoming Crab Feed and Auction.  Members of our parish, under the leadership of Jim Little, have been planning for this event which will take place on March 26.  A lot of great work has gone into the planning but we are still in need of auction items.  The purpose of this event is to be a fundraiser for our Building Fund, but also to be a community-building experience.  The Canby Knights of Columbus have been helping us plan, and this weekend a number of parishioners are going to their dinner and auction to get more first hand experience in putting on this event.  If you want to help, donate auction items or buy a ticket, contact the office.


Many of you have received information in the mail about the Archdiocesan Capital Campaign called Sharing our Gifts, Shaping our Future.  This campaign is being launched to help pay for seminary education (the Archdiocese is presently blessed with 50 seminarians), to assist with the priest retirement fund, and to help with faith formation and Catholic education.  One fourth of the campaign funds raised will go to our parish, which we are going to use for capital expenditures.  Over the next three months you will be hearing much more about this campaign.  I know some people do not want to support an Archdiocesan campaign, but we do belong to the Archdiocese and we need to think of ourselves as part of a larger church then just this parish.  Some people hold some harsh feelings towards the Archdiocese from years ago,  but right now our Archdiocese is being run extremely well and there is a great spirit among the priests, greater than I can remember.  We all need to support this campaign for the future health of the Archdiocese. 


Archbishop Vlazny has done an incredible job as our bishop.  He has to submit his resignation one year from now when he turns 75.  He wants to leave the Archdiocese in a healthy financial situation for his successor.  I know we were hoping to run our own campaign, but that has to be put off for now. This campaign will give us good seed money for when we are clearer about moving forward with our own campaign. 


Finally, we are looking to have Small Faith Sharing Groups beginning in Lent.  Michael Goldrick is running a Leadership Training Program on Feb. 19th.  If you would like to lead or co-lead a group, please give me a call.  I am also asking some of you to consider leading a group.
