Dan Gasper, Tom Moore, Patrick Doyle and his son Patrick and I recently attended the 3rd annual Northwest Catholic Men’s Conference in Pendleton. Cardinal Raymond Burke and Bishop Robert Vasa both graced us with not only their presence, but were the Mass-Celebrants each day, presented inspirational talks, walked among us, ate, talked and took pictures with us. Main topics were: Martyrdom; Love in Action; Men on the front lines for Christ-Pro-life; Pro-family; and Pro-marriage.
