A few years ago I was in the hospital myself with a serious chest problem, and a pastoral visitor visited me and I really appreciated it… She came to see me several times. And I had things to talk about, so phone us if you have friends or family in  the hospital.


I am alone this few weeks while Fr. William recovers, so I am planning on what I will cook that will not have a million calories. Maybe low fat sausage, yogurt, whole grain English muffins, fat/ sugar free pudding and some stir fry veggies… some lean hamburger and turkey, and whatever else.


I have served as pastor in many places. From 1985 until 1991 I was in St. Paul’s parish in Eugene, and I met many people and I have visited some of them through the years. So in early April I am going down to Florence to visit old friends from St. Paul’s who have been away for a number of years, and now live in Florence.


I am getting ready to cook supper. I am going to have a ground beef burger, some stir fry vegetables…. and an apple. It all sounds good to me.


I pray you all are going to have a good Lent… we all need to reflect on our weak points. God loves us and wants to grace us with his help… we all need to be more reflective about our lives. Lent is a time that we should take time for more reflection, to think about our addictions, our blind spots, and how we need to reform our lives.
