               Yesterday I visited some patients in the hospital…. Fr. William usually does that, but I will do it for awhile now. I know the chaplain there well, his name is James Cross, he is a southern Baptist minister and has been chaplain at the hospital for the past few years… ever since they engaged a full time chaplain.
                I haven’t done much for my birthday, except be grateful that the Lord has granted me all these years. I have had a happy life serving in the priesthood and have many good memories. I have lived longer than all of my immediate family, my father was 64 when he died, my mother 72 and my sister 67. So Lord has given me many years… and I thank him for that.

               I haven’t made many creative and delicious dishes  for meals lately…. have been more contented with a few vegetables and cheese (I love cheese), and muffins and some various meats….but nothing extravagant. Both William and I are trying to eat less calories.
               Am going to celebrate my birthday with some friends at the end of the week. Maybe I will try a little richer food for a day or so. In the meanwhile keep William and Tom, and all those who have died in our parish and their families in our prayers.
