Dear Friends in Christ,  

This week the Church begins the season of Lent.  On Ash Wednesday we will have Mass at 7 a.m. and a bilingual Mass at 7 p.m.  We will also distribute ashes during the day at the parish office.  


My experience is that most Catholics enter into Lent very well.  It is like going on a retreat.  We reflect where we are in our relationship with God, our neighbor and ourselves.  Traditionally this has meant looking at prayer, fasting and almsgiving. 


 Prayer: where am I in my relationship to God?  Do I place a priority in talking to God?  For instance, when I wake up do I  give thanks for life and ask for God’s blessings on the day’s activities,  or make use of The Little Black Book?  


Fasting:  what discipline or virtue do I need in my life?  For instance, to get rid of negative speech and compliment others, to spend less time on electronic devices and have some quiet time in my day, to exercise more. 


 Almsgiving: as a family to make use of the Rice Bowl, write a letter to a relative, help out at the community meal.  In my Benedictine community we have to write out our Lenten practices and get approval from the Abbot.  The discipline of writing down our Lenten practices makes them more real and keeps us focused.  I can’t help but think of our Parish Prayer, petitioning the Holy Spirit to set our hearts on fire, to enter into real conversion. 


 Lent is about placing a priority on our Spiritual Life so that we can truly celebrate Easter and the Resurrection with renewed vigor.  I have made it my special Lenten practice to more intensely pray for each of you, especially those who are feeling heavily burdened and need of God’s grace.

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Lent: Fasting and Abstinence Regulations

· All Catholics age 14 years and older must abstain from meat on the Fridays of Lent, Ash Wednesday, and Good Friday.

· All Catholics between ages 18 and 59 are to fast on Ash Wednesday and good Friday. 


To “fast” means to eat one full meal; the other two meals that day should be less than the normal amount unless they are already at a minimum for good health. Eating between meals is not permitted; however, liquids including coffee, milk, and fruit juices are allowed. 


The faithful are encouraged to receive the Sacrament of Penance during Lent.
