On the Way Home…  
      I recently had occasion to visit a friend in Joplin, Missouri, shortly after the terrible tornado blew in and blew much of the town away.  The utter devastation was mind-boggling. How could one home be so completely demolished, and yet the one next to it remain standing and strong, with only piles of debris from others’ homes surrounding it? 


Whole blocks of businesses were demolished, schools and churches – gone. Some of those who weren’t demolished were able to open again fairly quickly, based on the large numbers of angels who swooped in and helped with the clearing and rebuilding. It was so moving to see so many American flags out in front of people’s homes (as well as a few in the trees that had flown in). The spirit of the people spoke loudly: WE WILL REBUILD.  As one storm victim explained it: The devil blew into town at 4 a.m., followed by hoards of angels.” 

A retired bishop who happened to visit saw a bright blue piece of something as he walked among the church’s debris, and when he picked it up to see what it was, he found it to be the cover of a book whose title was, simply, “Hope”. It was very moving to see the strength and determination of those affected by this tragedy, and I pray that we all remember these people in our thoughts and prayers as they face each day with uncertainty.
