Dear Friends in Christ,


For several years the parish (through the work of the Administrative and Pastoral Councils) has been working on Long-range planning. This resulted in developing a Master Plan.  The first part of the plan was to build a Parish Center.  When this was presented to the parish, the feedback was that we were trying to do too much and it was too expensive.  The Mater Plan Committee has been continuing to work.  It looked at trying to reduce the cost of a Parish Center.  Finally, the focus moved to the Church, which has been an issue for many years, specifically, the lack of adequate restrooms and gathering space.  
Ron Tesch, an architect from our parish, assisted the committee in drawing up various options for the church.  Ron did incredible work and finally the committee came to a consensus on a plan and this was presented to the Administrative Council.  Drawings for the general concept have been completed and some estimates of cost have been collected.  All this will be presented to the parish next Sunday in the Hall after the 8:00 Mass.  I encourage as many of you as possible to come to the presentation.  A lot of work has gone into this process and now we want to show you the result of all this work and then hear back from you.


A number of people have mentioned that we never have a pet blessing here.  Well, this year we are going to have one.  It will be next Saturday at 2:00 next to the Bell Tower.  We will have it outside because I have no idea if we will have horses and pigs as well as dogs and cats.  The blessing is tied to the feast of St. Francis on October 4, and most parishes have it on the closest Saturday.  So bring your pets this Saturday at 2:00!
